INSTALLATION STEPS

Use a stud finder and pencil to
find and mark the center of the
wall studs where you will mount
the Shelf Brackets(C)

Hold the Shelf Bracket for one
side against the wall and mark the
hole locations along the center of
the stud.
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Use a 3/16"(5mm)
drill bit to drill pilot
holes at the hole
locations you
marked.

Use a 7/16" socket
driver to install the
Lag Screws and
Washers onto the
Wall Brackets.
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Thumb Screw
M4 x Bmm
1per hook
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Hold the other bracket against the wall and place a level on top of the Shelf across both brackets. Adjust
the height of the second bracket so the shelf is level. Mark the hole locations of the second bracket in
line with the center of the stud where it will be mounted. Drill pilot holes and attach with the Lag Screws
and Washers the same as you did for the first bracket.

Place the Shelf (A) on the Shelf Bracket (C)
and push it against the wall and into the
