Using a stud finder, locate the stud and mark its location. Hold Frame (B) up to stud location 
so that the top hole is approximately 32-72” above the floor and mark the hole locations on 
Frame (B) with a pencil. Use a level to ensure the holes are straight up and down. Height 
above floor will depend on how high you want to store the kayak.

Measure from the floor to the center of the top hole pencil mark and note the measurement.
Place the second Frame (B) 32” away and the same distance from the floor to the top hole as 
the other frame. Use a level to ensure holes line up vertically and mark the holes.

Using a 3/16” drill bit, drill 4 holes at the marked locations.3

Mark hole locations with pencil.

32” between center of holes unless
stud locations differ.
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Using a 12mm socket, tighten the lag screws (D) against Washer (E) and Frame (B).

Install Arms (A) onto Frames (B) and secure via detent.5
