INSTALLATION STEPS

Plan the location on your ceiling where you will install the overhead storage system. You must
mount the Ceiling Brackets to wood ceiling joists. Find the spacing and orientation of your joists
and determine where you will mount the overhead storage system relative to the joists.

This product can only be installed with joist spacing of 16” and it can be installed with the long
direction perpendicular or parallel to the joists.

If you are installing the system parallel to the joists then the spacing between the short side must
be 48 inches (4 feet). This will be a span of 4 joists for 16” spacing. The length of the system parallel
to the joists on the long side is 8 feet (96 inches).

If you are installing the system perpendicular to the joist then the spacing between the long side
must be 96 inches (8 feet). This will be a span of 7 joists for 16" spacing. The spacing between the
ends and middle joist will be 48 inches (4 feet), which is a span of 4 joists for 16” spacing.

If your joist spacing is off or you want to mount the overhead storage system somewhere else
besides perfectly aligned with the joists then you must use a piece of lumber such as a 2x4 mount-
ed securely to every joist and then mount the overhead storage system to that piece of wood. The
hardware included is only for mounting the overhead storage system and not any additional wood
that might be required.

Find the joists where you will mount the ceiling brackets. If the joists are covered with drywall, use a
stud finder to locate and mark the CENTER of the joists.

Use the provided Installation Template to mark the ceiling bracket locations on the joists with the
following steps:

NOTE: For all of these steps, it is more important to be securely attached to a joist than perfectly
aligned with the template. There is some flexibility designed into the steel components for imperfect
joist spacing or template marking, but none of the components should be misaligned so much that they
bend.

PARALLEL INSTALLATION:

1. Startin one corner, whichever is easiest to access, and hold one Ceiling Bracket against the ceiling
joist or centerline and mark the hole locations with a pencil. Both holes should be directly on the
center of the joist.

2. Use apush pin or a helper to hold the Installation Template against the holes you just marked
aligned with one side of the T4 Distance and trace the holes from the other side of the T4 Distance
directly over the center of your joist. If you prefer not to use the template, the distance between the
center of the holes is 32 inches. This will be the other corner of the short side of the product.

3. Use the same method to hold the Installation Template from the markings for the corners, this time
using the T2 Distance. These will be the Ceiling Brackets in the middle of the product. The distance
between the 2 closest holes is 45.5"

4. Use the Installation Template and the T2 Distance from the Middle markings to mark the 3rd and 4th
corners over the center of the joists.

5. Ensure the 3rd and 4th corners are the correct distance from each other with the T4 Distance on
the template and make sure all holes are marked along the center of the joists and aligned with each
other.

Use the provided Installation Template to mark the ceiling bracket locations on the joists with the
following steps:

NOTE: For all of these steps, it is more important to be securely attached to a joist than perfectly
aligned with the template. There is some flexibility designed into the steel components for imperfect
joist spacing or template marking, but none of the components should be misaligned so much that
they bend.

PERPENDICULAR INSTALLATION:

1. Startinone corner, whichever is easiest to access, and hold one Ceiling Bracket against the
ceiling joist or centerline and mark the hole locations with a pencil. Both holes should be directly
on the center of the joist.

2. Useapush pinor a helper to hold the Installation Template against the holes you just marked
aligned with one side of the T1Distance and trace the holes from the other side of the T1Distance
directly over the center of your joist. If you prefer not to use the template, the distance between
the center of the 2 closest holes is 27-75" inches. This will be the other corner of the short side of
the product.

3. Use the same method to hold the Installation Template from the markings for the corners, this
time using the T3 Distance. These will be the Ceiling Brackets in the middle of the product. The
distance between the holes is 48"

4. Use the Installation Template and the T3 Distance from the Middle markings to mark the 3rd and
4th corners over the center of the joists.

5. Ensure the 3rd and 4th corners are the correct distance from each other with the T1Distance on
the template and make sure all holes are marked along the center of the joists and aligned with
each other.

Drill all the holes you marked with a 3/16” (5mm) drill bit

Use a 12mm socket with a drill or impact driver to install the Ceiling Brackets into the drilled holes with
the Lag Screws and Washers.

PARALLEL INSTALLATION: Orient the corner and middle Ceiling Brackets so that the vertical sides are
bending toward the shelf.




Orient the corner Ceiling Brackets so that the vertical sides are bending toward the shelf. The Middle
Ceiling Brackets will alternate directions to properly connect to the Middle Supports. When standing
on the short ends, the middle ceiling bracket on the right will bend away toward you and the left will
bend away from you. When standing on the long ends, the middle ceiling bracket closest to you will
bend to the left and the middle ceiling bracket furthest from you will bend to the right. Use the image
to understand the orientation.

Determine the distance from the ceiling that you want to hang the Overhead Storage System. Measure
and assemble the Vertical Supports with two Small Bolts (N) and Small Locknuts (P) at the ends of each
mating support piece so they are all the same length. Each hole is 2 inches from each other.

The Upper Supports (B and E) are on the outside of the Lower Supports(C and F) for all 4 corners and 2
middle supports.
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Loosely attach Upper Vertical Supports (B and E) to Ceiling Brackets (A) with Carriage Bolts (K), Large
Washers (M), and Large Locknuts (L). Do not fully tighten until the final step after the shelf has been
assembled and connected.

PARALLEL INSTALLATION
ONLY: Ceiling Brackets (A)
are installed on the
outside of the Upper
Supports for the corners
and the middle.

PERPENDICULAR
INSTALLATION ONLY:
Ceiling Brackets (A) are
installed on the outside
of the Upper Corner
Supports(B), but on the
INSIDE of the Upper
Middle Supports(E).

Assemble the Shelf Middles (G) to the Shelf Sides (D) with the Large Bolts (0), Small Washers (J), and
Small Locknuts (P) as shown. Use the Panel Brackets on the side of the shelf components and assemble
with Large Bolts, Small Washers, and Small Locknuts.

Orient the Shelf Sides and Middles so that the square tubes that run across the shelf are flush with the
top of the shelves as shown in the image. Fully tighten but do not over tighten the locknuts.

Use a Small Washer (J) any place that the Bolt or Locknut is against a steel tube.

Orient the Shelf Sides so that the 2 holes in the middle of the long tube on the edge are facing the
outside of the shelves, these will connect to the Vertical Supports.
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With the Shelf fully assembled and the Vertical Supports loosely hanging from the Ceiling Brackets, lift
the shelf into the hooks on the bottom of the Lower Vertical Supports so that all 6 hooks are holding the
shelf with the holes aligned between the supports and the shelves.

Use Large Bolts (0), Small Washers (J), and Small Locknuts (P) to secure the shelf to the Lower Vertical
Supports and fully tighten but do not over tighten.

After ensuring everything is properly aligned, fully tighten the Large Locknuts (L) on the Ceiling
Brackets (A) and Upper Vertical Supports (B and E). It is okay if some of the Vertical Supports are not
completely straight, but re-check your ceiling bracket spacing if anything looks unsafe or you have to
bend any parts to make them fit.
