Fasten one Tool Divider (E) to the Side (D) using the included Allen Key and 2 Long Screws (L).
Add the other Side (D) to make a structure that will stand on it's own.




For this next step, you will want to lay the assembly on it's back. You can use the cardboard Stand the assembly upright and assemble the Wire Shelf (C) to the Sides (D) using 4 Short
from the product packaging to protect the surface. Slide the Bottom Shelf (A) between the Screws (M).
legs of (D) and secure with 2 Long Screws (L).
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Flip the assembly onto it's front as seen below and insert the other 2 Long Screws (L) to secure

Add the P Towel Brackets (H) to either side of
the Bottom Shelf (A). Insert the 4 Casters (K) and tighten down with the supplied 13mm the cari u:iaegrz gmert Srfr(;vsss(ls/l)? I\ﬁaile SeJrSel tlfeo
wrench (N). bends of the brackets face inward as in the image

below. Add the 5 gallon bucket assembly (J,I)
% using 2 Short Screws (M).
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Our unique pegboard design allows for quick and easy placement of the included
attachments (F). Insert an attachment by lining up the bracket between two “T's” and slide
down until it locks into place. Standard 3/16" pegboard attachments may also be used in the
holes between the “T's” adding to the versatility of this system.
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To add a paper towel roll to the rack, remove the Paper Towel Rod (G), slide it through the
roll, and replace. You can increase or decrease the amount of friction on the paper towel roll
by bending the Paper Towel Brackets (H) in or out slightly.
